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THE JOSE PADIN SCHOLARSHIP

HAVERFORD COLLEGE

Haverford College is a small, private, liberal arts college founded in
1833 by members of the Society of Friends (Quakers), who believe
in peaceful resolution of conflicts, moral and intellectual integrity,
shared responsibility for the concerns of the community, and a
commitment to the welfare of humanity. The College has remained
small, undergraduate, and residential throughout its history in
order to carry out its educational philosophies and to maintain

a strong sense of community. Haverford has a student body of
approximately 1,472 and its arboretum campus is situated on 216
acres located 8 miles west of Philadelphia.

DR. JOSE PADIN

Former Secretary of Education in Puerto Rico, Dr. José Padin
was a 1907 graduate of Haverford College. During his tenure

as Secretary of Education (1930-1936), Dr. Padin successfully
revoked the United States decree that English be the instructional
language in Puerto Rican schools and he re-established Spanish
as the official language for all educational centers on the island.
Subsequently, Dr. Padin was relieved of his position and moved
to the United States where he worked as a translator, and as an
associate editor at D.C. Health & Co. Two decades later Dr. Padin
returned to Puerto Rico where he served as a member of Puerto
Rico’s Council of Higher Education, until his death in 1963.

In 1967 Dr. Padin’s wife, Mrs. Pauline Padin, established the José
Padin Scholarship to honor the memory of her late husband.
Mrs. Padin stipulated that the scholarship should be awarded

to a student from Puerto Rico who, potentially, would work for
the benefit of Puerto Rico and would benefit from Haverford’s
academic excellence and its sense of social concern.

In spite of tremendous personal sacrifice, Dr. Padin courageously
supported a principle which he believed to be important to the
future cultural heritage and educational stability of Puerto Rico.
He is an example of the humanitarian and Quaker convictions

upon which Haverford College was founded. In a similar way, Padin
Scholars effectuate the mission of Haverford College and honor Dr.
Padin’s legacy.

PUERTO RICAN STUDENTS AND HAVERFORD

Former Padin Scholars have been concerned with academic and
social improvements on campus and have had great influence

on the Haverford community. Padin Scholars and Puerto Rican
students at Haverford have typically been involved in such activities
as tutoring students from the city of Philadelphia and surrounding
areas, contributing to the development of courses in Latin American
affairs, and working with the Office of Admission to inform other
students from Puerto Rico about the Haverford experience.

CANDIDATES FOR THE SCHOLARSHIP

The Padin Scholarship is awarded each year to two students from
Puerto Rico who have demonstrated excellence in their academic
and extracurricular achievements and are especially committed
to the future of Puerto Rico. While previous community work or
extracurricular activities are not strictly required, a Padin Scholar
must be socially and culturally sensitive and politically aware. The
candidate who meets the criteria and is best qualified to profit
from the opportunities that Haverford offers while contributing
to the College community will be selected for the Dr. José Padin
Scholarship.

THE SCHOLARSHIP

The Padin Scholarship helps to support and supplement the need-
based financial aid a student may receive. The Padin Scholarship
does not change the family contribution included in a traditional
Haverford financial aid package, but does provide additional
scholarship support. Padin Scholars:

e Do not have loans in their financial aid package, with this money
replaced by additional scholarship funds;

e Do not have a work study expectation, with this money replaced
by additional scholarship funds;

e Do not have a summer earnings expectation, with this money
replaced by additional scholarship funds;

e Can receive a small amount of additional funds at the beginning
of the freshman and junior years to cover additional living
expenses.

LA UNIVERSIDAD DE HAVERFORD

Haverford College es una universidad pequefay privada, dedicada
alaenseianzade las artes liberales. Fue fundada en 1833 por
miembros de la Sociedad de Amigos (Cudqueros) quienes creen en
la resolucion pacifica de conflictos, la integridad moral e intelectual,
la responsabilidad compartida por los intereses de la comunidad y
la dedicacién al bienestar de la humanidad. Durante toda su historia
el College se ha mantenido pequeiio, de nivel no graduado, con

el propdsito de llevar a cabo su filosofia educativa y mantener un
fuerte sentido de comunidad. Aproximadamente 1.472 estudiantes
residen en el campus universitario, cuyos 216 acres son también un
arboretum, situado a 8 millas al oeste de la ciudad de Filadelfia.

EL DR. JOSE PADIN

El doctor José Padin, ex Secretario de Educacién de Puerto Rico, se
gradud de Haverford College en 1907. Durante su mandato como
Secretario de Educacion (1930-1936) revoco con éxito el decreto
del gobierno de Estados Unidos que hacia del inglés el idioma de
instruccién en las escuelas de Puerto Rico y restablecié el espariol
como la lengua oficial de todos los centros educativos de laisla.
Posteriormente, el Dr. Padin fue relevado de su cargo y se trasladd
alos Estados Unidos donde se desempefié como traductor y como
editor asociado en D.C. and Health & Co. Dos décadas mas tarde
regreso a Puerto Rico donde se desempeind como miembro del
Consejo de Educacién Universitaria hasta su muerte en 1963.

En 1967 la esposa del Dr. Padin, Pauline Padin, establecio la beca
José Padin para honrar la memoria de su esposo y dispuso que fuera
otorgada a un o una estudiante de Puerto Rico que demostrara
potencial de trabajar en beneficio de Puerto Rico y que al mismo
tiempo se beneficiara del excelente nivel académico y sentido de
responsabilidad social de Haverford.

Con un enorme sacrificio personal, el Dr. Padin apoyd
valerosamente un principio que consideré importante para la futura
herencia cultural y estabilidad educativa de Puerto Rico. El Dr.
Padin es un ejemplo de las convicciones humanitarias y cudqueras
sobre las cuales se fundé Haverford College. Los becados Padin
ejecutan la mision de Haverford College y honran el legado del Dr.
Padin.

La candidata/o que cumpla
con estos criterios, esté mejor cualificado/a para beneficiarse de las
oportunidades que brinda Haverford y que al mismo tiempo pueda
contribuir al espiritu comunitario del College, sera seleccionado
para la beca Dr. José Padin.

LA BECA

La beca Padin complementa la ayuda financiera basada en
necesidad econdmica que un estudiante puede recibir. La beca
Padin no cambia la contribucidn esperada de la familia que forma
parte del paquete de ayuda financiera tradicional de Haverford
pero provee un apoyo adicional.

e No tiene necesidad de trabajar durante sus estudios, pues este
dinero se reemplaza con fondos adicionales de la beca;

¢ No tiene necesidad de trabajar durante el verano, pues este
dinero se reemplaza con fondos adicionales de la beca;

e Puede recibir una pequefia suma de fondos adicionales, a
comienzos de su primer y tercer afio, para cubrir gastos extra
de subsistencia;
